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POLICY

All electrical equipment and appliances used within the hospital or hospital grounds and which operates on a voltage of 115 volts or greater, must comply with the following requirements:

PROCEDURE

1.
All electrical equipment must bear a C.S.A. stamp of approval.

2.
All electrical equipment must be installed, connected, disconnected or attached by a licensed electrician or a person approved by the Operations Manager.

3.
All patient owned electrical equipment or appliances must be checked by a licensed electrician or approved person before such appliance or equipment is used within the hospital.

4.
Electric wheelchairs and their associated electrical equipment, batteries, etc. must be repaired, over-hauled, or modified by a recognized wheelchair mechanic or approved person only.

5.
Electrical appliances and equipment located in damp areas should be treated with extreme caution.

Rationale:

Electric shocks, which can be either fatal or result in severe injury are quite often caused as a result of improperly installed or wrongly connected electrical equipment.

Electrical cords and plug caps used with portable equipment can create extremely hazardous conditions because of incorrect connections or deteriorated insulation.

Some items of electrical equipment and appliances produced in the U.S.A. or other overseas areas, cannot obtain C.S.A. approval, and are prohibited from use in this hospital.
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
